Dress will be in accordance to the official Georgia DECA Dress Code
Appropriate Casual Dress- Longer-length shorts (no short-shorts), neat jeans, polo shirts, sweat shirts, appropriate t-shirt and casual footwear.
Preferred Fall Rally Dress- jeans, chapter t-shirt, casual footwear

Bus drivers, advisors and teachers, the Georgia National Fair has new directions to the South parking lot for DECA Rally Day. You will park in the South Parking Lot and enter through the South Gate. You will use Exit 134 this year, so please be advised.

Take exit 134 off of I-75 (please DO NOT use exit 135)

** You will turn East and head towards the Fairgrounds

Once you have arrived at the South Gate entrance (the first entrance into the Fairgrounds), please watch for Traffic Attendants to assist you into the South Gate Parking area for busses and Rally Groups.

*Your admission application is ONLY valid at the South Gate Entrance, and will not be accepted at any other entrance point. Failure to use the South Gate will result in having to pay the $10.00 admission fee for each individual in your party.

PROFESSIONAL STANDARDS

For each person attending any Georgia DECA sponsored conference, he/she must read and sign the code of conduct.  A copy of the code of conduct must be turned in for each person attending the conference.  Deviation from this Code of Conduct could result in the student/school being sent home from the DECA activity. 

Georgia DECA wants every person to have an enjoyable experience with every attention paid to safety and comfort.  All participants will be expected to conduct themselves in a manner best representing the nation=s greatest student organization.

Note that attendance is not mandatory.  By voluntarily participating, you agree to follow the official conference rules and regulations or forfeit your personal rights to participate.  We are proud of our students and know that by signing this Code of Conduct, you are simply reaffirming your dedication to be the best possible representative of Georgia DECA. 

1.  I will, at all times, respect all public and private property, including the hotel/motel in which I am housed. 

2.  I will spend each night in the room of the hotel/motel to which I am assigned. 

3.  I will strictly abide by the curfew established and shall respect the rights of others by being as quiet as possible  after curfew. 

4.  I will not visit in the sleeping room of the opposite sex. 

5.  I will not use alcoholic beverages.  I will not use drugs unless I have been ordered to take certain prescription medications by a licensed physician.  If I am required to take medication, I will at all times, have the orders of the physician on my person. 

6.  I will not leave the hotel/motel without the express permission of my advisor.  Should I receive permission, I will leave a written notice of where I will be.  My conduct shall be exemplary at all times. 

7.  I will keep my advisor informed of my whereabouts at all times. 

8.  I will, when required, wear my official identification badge. 

9.  I will respect official DECA dress and not smoke while wearing it. 

10. I will attend & be on time for, all general sessions & activities that I am assigned to and registered for. 

11. I will adhere to the dress code at all required times.    

12. I will act respectfully at the dance or I understand that I will be ask to leave.

Attending the DECA Dance is a privilege.  All attendees must abide by the following guidelines: 

-Sexually explicit dancing also known as “dirty dancing”, “freaking”, or “sandwich dancing” is not permitted.  Any dance simulating sexual moves is not allowed. 

-At the discretion of the DECA advisors, chaperones, or security, a student may be asked to leave the dance for inappropriate dancing or inappropriate behavior.  

-School dress codes apply to the DECA dance.  Jeans and a DECA t-shirt would be

considered appropriate attire. Midriffs, spaghetti straps,  muscle shirts, pajamas, and mini skirts ARE NOT considered appropriate.  Students in dress code violation will be ask to leave the dance.

CHAPERONE CODE OF CONDUCT

For each chaperone attending any Georgia DECA sponsored conference, he/she and the school advisor must read and sign the chaperone code of conduct and turn in with registration materials. 

As a chaperone of Georgia DECA, I agree and understand that:

1.I, the Chaperone, assist the chapter advisor with supervision of students during the time the student is under the control of the school while attending all Georgia DECA Activities.

2. I have authority over the students from the time of departure to the Georgia DECA conference through and including return from the conference including but not limited to assuring that students follow dress code, behavior guidelines, and active participation in the conference workshops/activities.

3. I must be concerned with my measure of responsibility since I have authority – adequate supervision is a must from the time students leave school for the event until students return to school.

4. I recognize that the established conduct code must be adhered to at all times and I am responsible for helping enforce it.

6. I agree to assist Georgia DECA in ensuring that the conference experience is a strong educational and leadership opportunity for the students. 

7. I, the Chaperone, and students attend conferences, field trips, etc. purely for our own benefit and advantage; thus control and liability rests with local school and its agents.

8. I understand that due to the nature of this conference with the meeting and lodging facilities in separate locations, I will be responsible for ensuring that the students have an adult chaperone with them at all times when they leave either the hotel or conference center. 9. Competitors must be dressed appropriately and professionally.

It is purely a "pitch" with 
nothing but the value of the idea and the presentation skills to support it.

3.
Order of competition will be pre-assigned on a random selection basis. Competitors shall 
report to the Heritage Hall Stage at 12:50pm to sign in.  Competition will begin at 1pm.

4.
Competitors may use 3x5 index cards only for brief outline/key ideas as well as props 
that will fit on a 6 ft table.  A sample of the product is preferred but not required.

5.
The presentation shall be a maximum of three (3) minutes in length. The timekeeper shall 
give a 1 minute warning. The competitor will be stopped when the three minutes are up.

6.
A microphone will be provided and the competition is open to spectators.

7.
Competitors must be dressed appropriately and professionally.

EVALUATION:
Innovative Idea (45 points)- A completely new idea with compelling potential will do well, even if the proposed details of its execution seem doubtful.

Proof of Market (30 points)- Each pitch should identify a profitable group of people with a unique need that the business would address

Demonstration of Competitive Advantage (25 points)- Once the market is identified, if it is truly viable, it will probably already have businesses competing directly or indirectly for it. Each pitch should acknowledge these competitors and explain what would set its own company apart. If there are no competitors, the pitch should explain why the market is empty and how they can viably enter it.

DECA Superior Chapter Award





1st Place- Superior Chapter Award $500


2nd Place- Reserve Superior Chapter Award $250





All placings will be put on a point system, example 1st place-10 pts, 2nd place-9 pts, etc. These points will be calculated by chapter and the chapter with the highest accumulated points after the last competition will receive a GNF Superior Chapter Award plaque and $500. The second place chapter will receive a GNF Reserve Superior Chapter Award and $250.
