Purpose:
To allow Georgia DECA members to develop an annual lapel pin that can be worn to local, regional, state and national meetings that will identify Georgia DECA members. The winning design will be chosen for its ability to catch the consumer’s eye and depict Georgia DECA pride. First, Second, and Third place will be awarded at the State Career Development Conference. There will be no regional or national contest in this event.

GUIDELINES:
1. Contestants will design a DECA pin that can be worn on blazers, jackets, shirts, sweaters, or blouses. The design should be able to transfer in style to be used on a t-shirt, conference program, certificates, a conference pin, as well as a trading pin at ICDC. Leadership and professionalism should be a consideration when designing the pin since it will be used at the state conferences.
1. Coca Cola’s Asian BRG (Business Resource Group) has agreed to partner with GA DECA on the State Lapel Pins. Our goal is to represent GA by including components of Coca Cola BRG visions and mission

Lapel Pins should include the following:
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Representation of GA (Examples: state shape, state fruit, sports teams, culture, Atlanta, animals, food, etc). It should be very evident that the pin is from GA DECA. Be careful of copyrights and branding restrictions.
1. Diversity and Inclusion (unleash different perspectives within our state, could include workplace, marketplace, communities, or partner)

1. Designs should be saved as the School Name in the form of   JPEG or PDF
1. The design must be submitted via email to georgiadeca@gmail.com. The Subject line should read: 2018 State Lapel Pin Entry- School Name. The body of the email must include the Participants names.
1. The actual pin size will range from ¾” to 2”. The size and amount of letters in the design should be taken into consideration for a letter on a 10-inch piece of paper will be reduced to 1/10 of an inch on a 1” pin. Therefore, less letter and greater size is recommended for a more legible pin. The cost effectiveness of producing the pin and design is also a consideration.
1. Keep in mind, the pin will be worn in our home state at the 2018 ICDC in Atlanta!

1. Failure to follow these guidelines will result in points being deducted or possible disqualification.
1. Georgia DECA reserves the right to make any changes to the design which may conflict with its production.
1. All pin designs become the property of Georgia DECA. When a contestant enters a design, he or she relinquishes all rights for the sale and use of the design to Georgia DECA.
